PROLOGUE
THE GREAT SNAKE

Before the story of The Swamp Witch Chronicles begins,
the Prologue makes it clear that there is evil in the story and,
symbolically, in this world. The Great Snake is introduced in
a fashion similar to the introduction of the serpent in Genesis.
In Genesis 3:14, after the serpent
tricked Eve into eating the
forbidden fruit from the
Tree of Knowledge of
Good and Evil and then
gave it to Adam, the Lord
confronted the serpent.

And the Lord God said unto the serpent, Because thou
bast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and
above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou
go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life.
Genesis 3:14
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The swamp in the story reflects the Garden of Eden after
the fall of man, when Adam and Eve lost their innocence. The
Great Snake rules now. The swamp is just the opposite of the
garden. It represents all the world’s evil; it is the opposite of a
place of peace and beauty. The Swamp Witch, still a child in
the Prologue, grows into a great evil in her own right and is one
of the Great Snake’s followers.

In the Prologue, the Swamp Witch’s mother tries to sacrifice
her to the Great Snake, but the Great Snake tricks the mother
and the child. In the world, when evil took root after the fall,
it was not uncommon for people to sacrifice their children to
pagan gods. Molech is a Canaanite god associated with child
sacrifice—also known as Baal. The servants of Molech sought
favor this way. The laws given to Moses by God forbade Jews
to practice this ritual.

And thou shalt not let any of thy children pass
through the fire to Molech.

Leviticus 18:21

God was clearly against child sacrifice, but He asked
Abraham to sacrifice Isaac!

And it came to pass after these things, that God did
tempt Abrabam,
And said unto bim, Abrabam: and be said, Bebold,
bere I am.

And be said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac,
whom thou lovest and get thee into the land of
Moriab; and offer bim there for a burnt offering upon
one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.
Genesis 2:1-2
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This was a test of Abraham’s faith and a clear prophecy of
Jesus, the Lamb of God, coming to die for the sins of mankind.
God provided his Son, Jesus. Abraham was prepared to provide
Isaac. Both Jesus and Isaac carried the instruments of their
death—a cross and a bundle of firewood—on their backs up a
mountain to be sacrificed. In the end, God provided Abraham
with a ram instead of Isaac, and scripture shows that Abraham
knew God’s goodness would prevail. But Jesus died for our sins
and served as our substitute to give us everlasting life.

Symbolism is used throughout the Bible to communicate
important principles and to point to the future—to the coming
of Jesus, the Promised One. Before we begin to study the main
story, our journey to the light, let’s review a few important
points and questions.

CHAPTER ONE
THE DARE

Now, let’s jump to the New Testament.

Chapter One of Cat Luker starts with a vaguely familiar
introduction: “Many have tried...” This is a nod to the Gospel
of Luke, Chapter 1, Verses 1-4. To me, Luke is the most
beautiful gospel; it tells the story of Jesus like none other. This
beginning of the chapter is also a testament to Catherine (Cat),
who gave her life to Jesus with her whole heart.

Many have tried to record what happened
in that God-forsaken swamp, just as it was
handed down from the beginning by those
with firsthand knowledge. With this in mind,
since I myself have carefully investigated
everything, it seemed a good idea for me to
write an orderly account for you, most dear
Catherine. My prayer is that others may know
with certainty the wonderous things that you
have done for your beloved.

Cat’s “beloved” is Jesus, followed closely by Little Preacher
and Cat’s family. Luke’s beloved is also Jesus, and he goes to
great pains to tell the story of the Son of God. In both cases,
these stories border on being hard to believe. In today’s terms,
you have to dive deep to fully understand.

Chapter One sets the stage for what is to follow. After
being introduced to Cat, her friends, her family, and the story’s
setting, you learn that Cat faces a dare that will change her
life forever. As the Luke-styled preamble indicates, the God-
forsaken swamp is waiting. This is a reminder that there is evil
in this world, and you never know what circumstances might
put you face-to-face with the dark side.

In Cat’s case, a simple dare from her brothers ignites her
pride and anger (two of the seven deadly sins) and plunges her
into a battle for life itself!
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Cat is gifted with a variety of unique qualities—speed, keen
eyesight, amazing artistic abilities, the power to speak with
animals, and visions that defied understanding, among others.
In Biblical times, Jesus demonstrated his own amazing abilities
and, in turn, gifted his disciples to perform miracles. In modern
times, God has gifted people with great skills and capabilities
that fit their purpose in life, such as being a doctor, musician,
inventor, athlete, or other profession. All gifts can be used for
good or evil. Satan has been known to tempt people and to use
their gifts—and their ego—as a lever to manipulate them into
doing things that are not good. To choose to use one’s gifts for
the good of mankind instead of using
them for selfish gain is an indication
of great character.

Still, even with all of her gifts, Cat
finds herself nearly trapped in the
clutches of evil as the Swamp Witch
plots to capture her in the cottage.

She was running so fast and was so scared that
she didn’t realize she was gripping the witch’s hat
in her hand.

Trouble sometimes comes looking for us. Don’t doubt for
a minute that Satan can send trouble in your direction in the
form of temptation, greed, or any number of other tricks that
might be disguised, like a wolf in sheep’s clothing, as good. But
when the Swamp Witch boldly invades Cat’s space, there’s no
trickery; it is just a full-on assault! Cat isn’t expecting the visit,
and she isn’t prepared for it, either. Her “Holy Water” is not in
place to help her defend herself.

There is a lesson here. Knowing you will face the enemy
at some point in your life, you need to be prepared. It’s no
different from making plans in case a tornado hits your home, a
fire breaks out, or any number of other possible disasters strike.
You need a plan. And you need to put things in place to support
the plan. Think about it as “spiritual warfare”—you are fighting
for your spiritual life. That is what Cat does as she motivates
Little Preacher and Jane Alice to prepare to confront the threat
of the Swamp Witch.

But Cat isn’t content to be passive and just put things in
place to defend herself. She wants to go on the offensive and
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remove the threat altogether, and she believes that the Swamp
Witch’s power comes from her spell book.

It’s important to note that Cat doesn’t try to “go it alone”
in this situation. She wants to form a Christian alliance to solve
the problem. That’s a lesson for all of us, as well; we should
never hesitate to reach out for help when we’re confronted
with problems, large or small. As the saying goes, two heads are
better than one. The Bible advises:

For where two or three are gathered together in my
name, there am I in the midst of them.
Matthew 18:20

In other words, the more the merrier. But it is even better
to bring Jesus into the circle to guide decision-making. Cat,
Jane Alice, and Little Preacher put their heads together and
pray for guidance. Once they do that, they receive the message
that they need to act boldly in the face of evil. Of course, Cat
is the one that delivers the message, but it takes some arm-
twisting to convince her friends:

After thanking Little Preacher for the tenth
time, Cat took the lead. “After the Swamp
Witch came into my room, I was scared to
death, but when I woke up the next morning
and prayed about it, I felt a calm peace come
over me. [ knew it was time to act. We can’t sit
here and let the Swamp Witch attack Aimwell
and the church and destroy Christmas in the
process. We need to go on the offensive and try
to take her spell book away from her because I
think that’s the source of her power. We need
a plan!”
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Sometimes it’s hard to determine what God wants you to
do. That’s not because God doesn’t have a clear message; it’s
because we often have our own agendas. We want God to
tell us what we want to hear, not the hard truth, which can be
painful. On top of that, our confusion can be multiplied in a
group setting. Don’t be surprised if sometimes it takes days or
weeks of prayer and discussion to feel that you’ve clearly gotten
a message. But once you do, it’s time to act. You might make
mistakes, you might stumble, and you might still be confused
and scared, but if you move forward, God will be with you.

A STRANGE STORM

Have you ever heard the expression “Loose lips sink ships”?
Itis an American English idiom meaning “beware of unguarded
talk.” The saying first appeared on propaganda posters during
World War II. As Chapter Three begins, we have an example
of this:

The bluebirds liked to talk, and the vultures
liked to listen.

Unguarded talk can lead to problems. In Cat’s case, the
bluebirds tip off the Swamp Witch (with the vultures’ help) that
she wants to try and take the witch’s spell book! This enables
the Swamp Witch to prepare for the attack, and Cat and her
friends are in danger once again.

In our lives, unguarded talk can take many forms, and they
are not always good. For example, gossip is a type of unguarded
talk that can cause harm to others. The bluebirds are essentially
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gossiping about something they had overheard and don’t realize
doing so could cause problems. Another example of unguarded
talk is when someone takes you into their confidence and
shares a problem with you. They trust you not to talk to others
about what they have shared. If you break that trust by casually
discussing it with others, you could cause damage. On the other
hand, if you discern that the person who shared the information
needs more help than you can provide, you should bring it to
the attention of a trusted adult with the authority to step in and
help. Handling confidential information properly is a critical
life skill that needs to be taken seriously.

This is an expression that you
should burn into your mind and never forget! It will help you
get through the times in your life that might seem boring or
without purpose. Chapter Four starts with a segment from
a sermon that Little Preacher’s father is sharing with him.
After his conversion on the Road to Damascus, Paul went on
to write most of the New Testament, but he also continued
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to live his life. He was a tentmaker by trade. To use a more
modern expression, that was his “day job” as he helped lay the
foundation for Christianity. But he was able to use the time of
peaceful craftsmanship for prayer and thought on his greater
mission.

It was a sweeter existence than I deserved, and
I was thankful. It also allowed me time to think
and ponder why. I realized that what I knew with
certainty most others would struggle to believe.

The point of Preacher Sollie’s sermon was to remind the
congregation that they should live life as a continuous worship
service—seven days a week, and not just on Sunday! God will
channel his power to us around the clock if we let Him. The
fact is, we all have to “make tents” in one form or another, but
we can demonstrate our faith in God in the process.

Also in this chapter, we begin to see Grand Paw Sam emerge
as a positive force in the lives of Little Preacher, Cat, and Jane
Alice. They are drawn to him because he tries to improve their
lives. He becomes a trusted-adult figure, a guide, so to speak,
that they can depend on when needed. He is a man with a good
heart and a wealth of knowledge and experience who works to
give back to his community.

This is a life lesson to consider as you look to the future:
Seek good counsel on what stretches before you. There is great
value in Godly advice.

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The Foundational Issue of Creation

One aspect of true understanding is an absolute belief in
God. Most of us say that we believe, but we also occasionally
lose our focus on His existence. Try the exercise that Little
Preacher shares with Cat and Jane Alice as they lie there,
looking up at the stars on The Hill. Wait for a clear night and
find an unobstructed view of the heavens. Lie on your back
with other friends and discuss the wonders of God’s creation as
a first step. It’s the second step—trying to imagine what was in
place before creation—that’s the most difficult!

The concept of creation, as it is spelled out in Genesis, is
well known and generally understood:

In the beginning, God created the beaven and the
earth.

Genesis 1:1

Since this is the very first sentence of the Bible, it must
be pretty important! Let’s not gloss over this too quickly. In
this exercise—and this is not easy—try and imagine absolute
nothingness. Ask yourself: How did anything come to exist at
all? Most of us take for granted that there have always been
things—things around us, things in our minds. Sure, if we look
around us, we see that we have solid ground below our feet, air
to breathe, stars in the sky, food to eat, and so forth. But how
did all this come about? Were they always here?

Extend the exercise: Take a moment and imagine you can
roll up all the things in the infinite universe into a tiny ball and
put the ball in your pocket. Cover your eyes to block out all the
light. Be in total darkness. Don’t make a sound. Now, pretend
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you don’t exist. Nothing exists. Then, take a few minutes to
lie there in silence, with your eyes closed, making no sounds,
asking God: “How did You do this?”

Atheists who strictly believe in evolution and point to the
Big Bang Theory as the answer don’t start with zero material.
They live in a world that they can’t fully explain. How does
anyone explain the origin of the universe without God? On
the other hand, Christians accept a God that they can’t fully
understand, and the origin of the universe is explained.

From our friends at Wikipedia: “One of the common
misconceptions about the Big Bang model is that it fully explains
the origin of the universe. However, the Big Bang model does
not describe how energy, time, and space were caused.”

Little Preacher summed up his hilltop sermon:

Little Preacher’s message
resonated with Cat as she
struggled to deal with the evil
that had entered her life. She

was inspired to suggest they

create a Faith Star as a symbolic
reminder of God’s Promise.

Itis extremely easy to forget about God’s power and presence
in difficult times. Our faith can falter, and we can wonder if
God is with us. We can sometimes even doubt that He exists.
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From the beginning, God knew that we would struggle with
unbelief, and He provided words of assurance to us in the Bible.
Christian symbols can point you back to the Word and act as
a reminder to have faith and to continuously seek God. When
Cat created her Faith Star, it was to help remind her and her
friends of Little Preacher’s words: “If-I REMEMBER; nothing
exists without God, and with God all things are possible, my
faith is made stronger!”

And we also thank God continually because, when you
received the word of God, which you beard from us,
you accepted it not as a human word, but as it actually
is, the word of God, which is indeed at work in you
who believe.

As Chapter Four closes, Cat needs all the reminders and
reassurance she can muster to keep her friends on board with
the plan.
